If current trends Contlnue, Oklahoma is expected to have a shortage of more than 3,000
nurses, 600 lab technicians, 400 physical therapists, 300 surgical technologists and nearly 200 occupational therapists
by the year 2012, according to an industry report released in June 2006 by the Governor’s Council for Workforce and
Economic Development (GCWED). The same report indicates that only 57 percent of qualified applicants were admitted
into Oklahoma postsecondary education programs in nursing and allied health due to limitations in our education system
capacity. While solutions to the nursing and allied health shortages are multi-faceted, the issue of educational capacity is
one that must be addressed as a top priority. This best practices workshop will bring together national and local experts
to describe innovative and creative approaches used to increase health care educational capacity in their areas.
